SUMMER FUN CAMP DISCIPLINARY PROCEDURES
We consider dangerous, disruptive or discourteous behavior to be unacceptable.  We will follow the HCC discipline guidelines for the following behaviors/activities:

Disobeying rules in a way that endangers self or others

Guidelines for disciplinary action
Supervisors use the following set of guidelines when discipline is necessary--it is HCC policy to present and reinforce positive healthy behaviors and attitudes.  We will resolve all differences through mediation.

1. Explanation of unacceptable behavior and alternatives.

2. Verbal warning with consequence if behavior continues

3. Time out from the activity, possibly completing a cool down activity

4. Complete a thinking form with a leader (sent home to parent) and possible loss of a camp privilege (pop machine, snack machine, etc.)

5. Conference with parent at the end of the day.

Behavior that threatens the safety of another camper or staff member or vandalizes personal or HCC property will automatically result in the following:

1. Parent must pick up camper and/or loss of field trip privileges.

2. Camper suspended for one day, one week or permanently as a last resort. There is no refund for fees already paid. (Only the coordinator can suspend a camper)

Smoking, drug or alcohol use or bringing weapons to camp will result in the camper being removed from camp for the season.
Camp does not tolerate aggressive actions, verbal or physical, of any kind towards any camper!
